Dewey is the
important entry of this census as he represents the next generation in this essay.

This writer has noted that, on both the 18
listed as both being born in Missautit is difficult to know whether this was due to ignorance
on his part (or his wifeds) as to the whereahb
respectively; or, perhaps after having fought for the Union in the Civil War, Jeremiah Leabo
(Joel 6s father) was sensitive to their Southerrt
Either way, as currently living relativdghewdeceased relatives who knéath Joel and Dora,
there is absolutely no doubt as to their identity and relatipristtheir parents.

Joel F. Lebow is found on the 1910 U.S. CetsnsCaddo Co., Oklahoma as a 53 year
old farmer living with his wife, Dora, who is 49. Living with them are their children: Rosella
16, Dewey 11, Mabel 9, and Jessel6el Freemanébow died in 1912. This writer has stood
over his grave in Binger, Oklahoma, and wondered what caused his death at the age of 57 but has
never researched the issue.

Dora M. Lebow, a widow aged 59, and her youngest son, Jesse 16, are found on the 1920
U.S. Census in Caney, Montgomery Co., KansaBora had moved to Caney, Kansas,
immediately across the state line from Bartlesville, Oklahoma, with her son, Dewey Oren
Lebow, who had obtained work at a smelter factory. They lived &tQmith St., in Caay.

Addendum 2011for Joel Freeman Lebow_Proving this marriage has always been difficult
because contacts with County Clerks in the various counties that Jeremiah, and thus Joel F.,
moved to had turned up absolutely nothing. In preparation for athjissouri via Oklahoma

and Kansas, it seemed pertinent to dig deeper for possibilities. Having known for some time that
Isadora was the daughter of Alfred & Catherine Elgia the 1870 censtfoof Cherokee

County, Kansas, a call to the local Archive€olumbus was in order. However, again, no luck.
Joel and Isadora had not been married in the traditional manner in the home county of the bride.

To digress, all families should be as easy to trace as the Elam family of Cherokee county.

Joel (listed as Joseph Lebo) is shown to be 39 & born in Missouri, although he is
nearing 45. Isadora/Dora (listed as Dona) is shown to be 38 but idya8fialShe is correctly
noted to have been born in Nebraska. The children listed are: Loren (Lorin) 15; Emmett 13;
Carrie 11; Rose (Rosa) 6; & Dewey 2.

We last found this family in Stone County, Missouri in 1895 with the purchase of 160
acres by Jodlebow. We also know that Dewey was born in Stone County, therefore the family
moved to Christian County within the last two years since Dewey was born on July 4, 1898.

With the 1910 U.S. Census we find Joel F. Lebow and family in Tonkawa Township,
Cadd County, Oklahom&® Joel is correctly listed this time but his age is indicated as 53 (he is
54).

Also attached is a
Certificate of Marriage that | had no idea existed until | saw it hanging on the wall while visiting
my cousin in Abingdon, Virginia in 2008. This document does not indicate an authority,
government, churghetc. who might have issued it. It is probably safe to assume that it was
provided by the minister or justice of the peace who performed the ceremony. It is filled in and
signed with a pencil.

My cousin allowed me to take the framed document honam, is@and produce several
copies for other members family as well as one to replace the original in the frame as exterior
light from outside had diminished the document drastically over the last 89 years. The original
was then places in an adiee tubefor preservation and returned to my cousin along with the
framed reproduction. The copy attached to this document has been digitally enhanced to make it
brighter and legible, but even then it is difficult to read due to the deterioration.

The originalhad been passed down from Grandma Julia Ellen Elam Lebow to her
daughter, Doris Marie Lebow Springer and again to her daughter, Cynthia Ann Springer Downs.
| believe the document to be an authentic momento of the wedding ceremony, as opposed to a
blank dawument found and filled in years later, due to the appearance of the signatures. They

It appears that Jeremiah was born with the name spelled ‘Leabo’ and entered the Union army as
such. He may have changed it to Lebow as it would appear most of his children spelled it that way
however, his gravesione remains with the original spelling

As a young child, Jeremiah's family moved to Ray Co., Missoun before 1830. Records show that
Jeremiah served in the Union army during the Civil War - the 6th Missouri Volunteers Cavalry, Co. D, under
Capt. Tumer. He enlisted in February 1862 and was discharged in 1863. Notes on the back of his military
record indicates he was 5'8" tall, had black hair and hazel eyes and a fairly dark complexion He listed his
occupation as a farmer

Jeremiah married Lucinda on 27 May 1846. Apparently Solomon Craven performed the ceremony
Below his signature is the following quote: “The signature of Soloemon Craven is designed to apply equally
to the two last certificates to be filed for record 7th August AD 1846, R. Levier, Recorder”. | believe that to
mean that the license & marmiage are one and the same document.(cp)

Jeremiah, Lucinda & family left Ray Co., Mo in 1869 and moved to S.E. Missouri. Deed records
and census show them in Smith Township, Dade Co. in 1870. They moved to Bowers Hill in Lawrence Co,
MO by 1872 and to Mt. Vernon, Lawrence Co. in 1873. They moved to Greene Co , MO in 1883,

Joel Freeman Lebow

Joel married Isadora on the 19th of February, 1878 in Jasper County, Missoun. John Nelson was
the preciding justice of the peace. Isadora had been living with her parents, Albert & Cathenne Elam, in
Pleasant View, Cherokee county, Kansas on the 1870 census and the family remained there on the 1880
census. Thus Isadora was probably living there when Joel met her. It is thought that Joel was with his
family in Lawrence Co., MO so it would be interesting to know how they met. Lawrence is the county
immediately east of Jasper Co. where they marmied. Cherokee county, KS is immediately west of Jasper
county. However, the Cherokee Co, archivist told me, upon failing to find their marrage record in that
county, to go to Charthage, county seat of Jasper in Missouri as that was the "Gretna Green' for their area
Thus, Jasper is where the couple eloped to for a quick mamage.

Joel & Dora were in Newton Co., MO, (immediately south of Jasper Co) in 1880 with a 3 mo. old
son, John. They had lost their one month cld baby, Birdie, in Feb 1879. No records until they are in
Galloway Township, Christian Co,, MO _ in 1900 just south of Nixa. He was a blacksmith by trade and
always farmed on the side. He had a blacksmith shop ein Centrailia (Weich area) at the time daughter
Mable ws born.

Joel & Dora moved to Binger, Oklahoma Territory in 1905 and had a farm east of town. He also
had a blacksmith shop in Lookeba, Binger area until he died in 1912. Cousin Deloris Long Morgan said the
house set upon a hill and she remembered (at 3 years of age) when they brought grandfather Lebow out of
the house int he casket.

According to Earfine Morris Hendrix "Mother told me that grandfather Joel was in the field
(springtime) plowing when he became ill. Mother {Mable Lebow) said that he could never eat hot biscuits,
he always ate cold combread for breakfast, but the moring he died he had eaten hot biscuits because they
had no leftover combread. Mother said he died of acute indigestion.” However, Joel's death certificate
clearly states that cause of death was angina pectons

Isadora Melacina Elam

In 1915, three years after Joel's death, Dora, Dewey, Mable & Jessie, along with Dee & Rose, left
Binger and moved to Caney, Kansas.

By 1930, with no more children in the house, Dora had moved in with her daughter, Laura, and
husband, Landon Kerr, in Ruth Township, Stone Co., MO. She was 69 years old.

It is said that Dora is buned in Caney, Kansas, near her son, Emmet,
